The new school is due to open on Shakespeare Road
in 2009. It will become one of four brand-new
Secondary Schools that will have opened in Tessa
Jowell’s constituency since 2000.

Tessa Jowell commented: “For too many local children,
Secondary School has been a long journey away. That's
why | have been working hard with Ministers in the
Department for Education and with local parents to
secure good local schools. These schools provide a
focus for the community and mean that local children
can attend excellent local schools.”

Local residents have also been pleased that plans to
move refuse trucks away from the site of the new
school will not now result in them being moved to
Milkwood Road in Herne Hill.

Safer Neighbourhood
Teams roll out across

Neighbourhood Teams to help police the local area. These
teams are based locally and were made possible by
legislation introduced in the Police Act 2002 and the

The new teams, consisting of Police Officers and Community Police Support Officers, have an
increasingly visible presence - reflecting the record numbers of police officers we now have in London.

Tessa Jowell has regular walkabouts with the new police teams and community representatives
across her constituency. She has also invited local residents to discussions about specific local

crime and anti-social behaviour issues.

There has been a big increase in the number of
enquiries handled by my office with almost 4000
individual cases being dealt with in the past
twelve months. This makes my office one of the
busiest in Parliament. The number of people
approaching me for help, or to raise policy issues,
has increased by a third in the past four years.
The chart above gives an indication of the
particular problems and concerns that my office
deals with on a day to day basis.

Problems with housing and immigration continue
to form a large part of my caseload with concerns
for certain issues, such as the environment,
showing particular growth.

Of these
campaigns climate change has understandably
generated a huge amount of interest - particularly
by email.
